Milton Morahan was-again elected to the Presidency, 
Ronald Scholer was vice-president, Joy r-taschi was our secretary, and Terry Galuzzi was once again the watch dog 

of nur trea ·ury. r-trs Pebler's departure from our midst thrust r-1rs. Sherwood into the position of being our helpmate 
for our last twoyears. She helped us tremendously and wenowextend to herour mostgratefulthanks for the privelege 

and pleasure of workmg for and with her. 
We were mcreasing our finances, by selling football, basketball and L pins, when the question of our school 

ring arou>e. The contract we held had expired and so, again achieving originalty, we changed the ring design. 
We hope that we have given the undergraduates a ring they shall like, for it is a favorite among most students. 

At the end of the football season we asked the football team to play a hockey game with the gtrl's class hockey 
team. It was agreed that it was to be a game to end all games. The boys , acting as players and cheerleaders , were 

tires ed in girls skirts and shorts, and wore, for added protection, their shoulder pads and helmets.
